Urban Art Projects (UAP) is seeking proposals for its inaugural sculpture exhibition

to be held at East River State Park in 2010. The park, governed by the New York State Office of Parks and Recreation and Historic Preservation, is situated in the thriving community of Williamsburg, Brooklyn on the banks of the East River with spectacular views of the waterfront and New York City.  The deadline for submission is March 1, 2010.

You are encouraged to submit work that is responsive to the unique urban and natural setting of East River State Park; however, existing pieces are being considered.  
The Site 

East River State Park is an 8 acre riverfront park bordering Kent Avenue between North 7th and North 9th Streets in Williamsburg.  With its spectacular views of Manhattan and the East River, it is an ideal location to exhibit and enjoy outdoor sculpture.  

Formerly the site of the Brooklyn Eastern District Terminal where all rail cargo to Brooklyn, Queens and Long Island was uploaded off barge-ferried rail cars from New Jersey during the late 1800's, railroad ties and tracks are still visible on the grounds, as well as concrete loading walls and ramps.  In addition to concrete slabs, the park has open flat grassy areas and a wild field meadow sloping down to the riverbank.  There are several gravel walkways leading from the street to the water's edge. Tree plantings are minimal so the views are unobstructed.  

All artwork must be designed so that there will be no trace of its installation upon removal at the end of the show.  Sculpture must be installed in a manner that causes no damage or changes to the park; therefore, excavations and poured foundations are prohibited.  In addition, the work must be sturdy enough to hold up against all kinds of weather. Sculpture must also be designed and installed without sharp edges, falling pieces or in any manner that could cause injury should a visitor attempt to touch or to climb on it. All artists are encouraged to visit the park to become familiar with the site.

1. A jpg of the proposed work and a brief description including title, date, medium, dimensions and method of installation (existing work may also be submitted.) *
2. A minimum of four and no more than 10 digital images of representative work. Digital images must be in JPEG format. Included must be a word document with title, date, medium and dimensions.
3. Resume and artist's statement with your name, address, email and phone number at top.
